The Men'’s Breakfast group is preparing the combination of a scrumptious
breakfast and a very special speaker, Mr. Hildreth “Hal” Walker, Jr.

In 1969, Mr. Walker “led a team that adapted a ruby laser for measur-
ing the distance from the Earth to the Moon during the Apollo 11 mission.
Walker's team trained a laser beam from Lick Observatory in California at a
reflector mirror, only 18 inches wide, that Neil Armstrong and Buzz Aldrin
had set up on the Moon's surface. Walker's team recorded by far the most
accurate measurement of the distance ever, exact to within 5 meters.” The
equipment used for the experiment is replicated in an interactive exhibit lo-
cated in the Hands on Science section of the Science in American Life at the
Smithsonian Institution’s National Museum of American History in Wash-
ington, D.C. (courtesy of http:/ /web.mit.edu/invent/iow/walker.htmli)
